The Board of Directors of RNB Retail and Brands AB (publ), Corp. Reg. No: 556495-4682, resolved, subject to approval by the Extraordinary General Meeting, concerning a private placement whereby the Company’s share capital will be increased by not more than SEK 34,959,350 through the issue of not more than 34,959,350 new shares. Furthermore, the following conditions shall apply for the placement:  

1.
The right to subscribe for new shares shall only accrue to Konsumentföreningen Stockholm with surrounding financial associations, Corp. Reg. No:  702002-1445, (“KfS”).

2.
The first time that the new shares will provide entitlement to dividends will be on the record day for dividends that falls closest after the issue has been registered at the Swedish Companies Registration Office. 

3.
Subscription of shares shall occur according to the subscription list not later than September 15, 2009. However, the Board of Directors shall be entitled to extend the subscription period.  

4.
Payment of SEK 6.15 per subscribed share shall be paid in cash not later than September 15, 2009. However, the Board of Directors shall be entitled to extend the payment period. 

5.
The President is authorized to implement minor adjustments to the resolution that may be necessary in connection with the registration of the private placement at the Swedish Companies Registration Office and at Euroclear.

Documents in accordance with Chapter 13, Section 6 of the Swedish Companies Act are attached to the proposal. 

The reasons for disapplying the preferential rights of existing shareholders are as follows. The Board of Directors has concluded that the company requires a capital contribution of slightly more than SEK 200 M and that the most suitable alternative for the company, in part considering the rights issue of SEK 340 M implemented in autumn 2008, is to implement a private placement, as described above. The Board of Directors has also decided to propose a rights issue for the company’s existing shareholders in the amount of SEK 100 M, to enable existing shareholders to subscribe for shares on the same terms as those applying to KfS. As a result, the company’s financial freedom of action will be further strengthened. 

RNB and KfS have entered into an agreement under which KfS undertakes to subscribe for all of the shares covered by the private placement. The commitment to subscribe for shares is conditional upon the General Meeting of RNB on September 31, 2009 approving the Board’s motion concerning the placement in accordance with the above and resolves to elect a representative for KfS to the company’s Board. The shares subscribed for in the private placement will be received by KfS after the record day for the preferential rights placement and will thus not provide entitlement to participation in the rights issue. 
Certain major shareholders, representing a total of approximately 30 percent of the shares in the company, take a positive view of the private placement and have pledged to vote in favor of the issue at the Extraordinary General Meeting, as well as the election of a representative of KfS to the Board of Directors. 

The subscription price was set following negotiations with KfS and is adjudged, considering the prevailing market conditions, to be a commercial price taking into account the issue volume, the time factor and the undertaking to subscribe for all shares.  

For a valid resolution pertaining to the private placement, the decision must be supported by shareholders representing not less than two thirds of the votes cast and shares represented at the General Meeting.
